The rescued man's name was not immediately released. According to the Air National Guard, Alaska State Troopers were contacted just before 8 p.m. by six hikers who witnessed the airplane crash. Eagle Glacier is at the head of Eagle River about 29 miles southeast of Anchorage.  An Alaska Air National Guard HH-60 Pave Hawk helicopter reached the crash site about an hour later and pararescuemen hoisted the injured man into the helicopter. The pilot was safely delivered to Providence Alaska Medical Center at 9:46 p.m. 

Initial reports indicate he suffered a compound fracture on his left leg and possible pelvic and spinal injuries. The six hikers who administered assistance were also transported to Providence after expending their survival gear while helping the injured pilot.
