	Don’t Worry – This Is Only A Test
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More than 2,000 National Guard personnel will take part in a major training exercise beginning next week in support of the Indiana Department of Homeland Security.

The “Vigilant Guard” exercise – a simulated detonation of a nuclear device somewhere in greater Indianapolis – will last from May 10 through May 18. It is intended to test and evaluate the preparedness of civilian and military first-responders as well as provide valuable training.

National Guard forces from Indiana, Illinois, Ohio, Delaware, and New York will take part in the scenario, being staged at the Muscatatuck Urban Training Center near North Vernon, Indiana. Others taking part include various state and county agencies, as well as the Federal Emergency Management Agency and the Department of Energy.

What this will mean for some Indiana residents is heavy military traffic on some highways, especially between Terre Haute and Indianapolis and from Indianapolis to Camp Atterbury and Muscatatuck. There also will be an increase in flights by military aircraft.
