SUBJECT:  AIR FORCE SPECIAL INTEREST ITEM (SII) 04-2, SEXUAL ASSAULT DETERRENCE AND RESPONSE

1.  AF SII 04-2, SEXUAL ASSAULT DETERRENCE AND RESPONSE, IS APPLICABLE TO ALL ACTIVE DUTY, ANG, AND RESERVE UNITS.  THIS SII IS EFFECTIVE 1 DECEMBER 2003.

2.  PURPOSE:  PLACE EMPHASIS ON AF, MAJCOM, AND INSTALLATION (WING LEVEL OR EQUIVALENT) COMPLIANCE OF EXISTING POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR SEXUAL ASSAULT DETERRENCE AND RESPONSE.

3.  BACKGROUND:  A NEED EXISTS FOR LEADERSHIP OVERSIGHT ON AIR FORCE SEXUAL ASSAULT ISSUES.  SEXUAL ASSAULT IS COMPLEX, ENCOMPASSING SEVERAL FUNCTIONAL AREAS.  ALTHOUGH THERE IS NO PRIMARY FUNCTIONAL AREA RESPONSIBLE FOR AIR FORCE SEXUAL ASSAULT POLICY, SEXUAL ASSAULT IS ADDRESSED THROUGH VARIOUS FUNCTIONAL AREA PROGRAMS.  THIS SII WILL FOCUS ON KEY AREAS OF EXISTING FUNCTIONAL PROGRAMS TO ASSESS COMPLIANCE WITH EXISTING POLICY AND TRAINING.
