Mission: Enhance combatant commanders’ ability to build enduring civil-
military relationships that improve long-term international security while
building partnership capacity across all levels of society

Overview: The program's goals reflect an evolving international affairs mission
for the National Guard emphasizing its unique state-federal and civil-military
characteristics to interact with both the active and reserve forces of foreign
nations, interagency partners, and international non-governmental organizations.

Program partners engage in a broad range of security cooperation activities to
include homeland defense/security, disaster response/mitigation,
consequence/crisis management, interagency cooperation, border/port/aviation
security, fellowship-style internships, and combat medical events that lead to
training and exercise opportunities. Activities are coordinated through the
Combatant Commanders, U.S. Ambassadors’ country teams, and other agencies
as appropriate to ensure National Guard cooperation is tailored to meet U.S. and
international partners’ objectives.
